I am requesting funding for the North Arkansas Regional Medical Center EMS: Cardiac 

Defibrillators in Fiscal Year 2027. The entity to receive funding for this project is the North 

Arkansas Regional Medical Center, located at 620 North Main Street, Harrison, Arkansas 72601.  

The funding would support the purchase of new cardiac monitors, defibrillators, and appropriate 

mounting hardware for frontline emergency medical services and ambulances. The new 

equipment will replace current systems that are approaching the end of their advised lifetime. 

The project is an appropriate use of taxpayer funds because the new equipment is expected to 

provide life-saving medical care to over 52,000 patients during its lifetime, potentially reducing 

federal healthcare spending.
